Fehu is the first rune of the Futhark and embodies the concept of wealth. To the
ancient Norse wealth was represented by cattle, and in modern times it symbol is
often money. However, riches and wealth come in many forms and Fehu teaches
that you must recognize where true nourishment lies. Wealth is a catalyst that
awakens us to what lies beyond.
